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Main Features

This is an effect unit that’s designed specifically for bass; it generates a solid sound that takes advantage of the tone and response of the bass itself.
Use the BLEND knob to mix the direct sound to the output, and use the responsive HIGH/LOW knobs to adjust the tone intuitively.

The LINE OUT jack provides a balanced output that preserves the tonal character of the bass amp. This is convenient when connecting a mixer or recorder.

Panel Descriptions

DCIN jack CHECK indicator

Accepts connection of an AC Adaptor (PSA series; optional). By using an AC Adaptor, you can play
without being concerned about how much battery power you have left.

* Use only the specified AC adaptor (PSA series; sold separately), and connect it to an AC outlet

This indicator shows whether the effect is on or off, and also doubles as the battery check
indicator. The indicator lights when the effect is on.
